Call for candidatures for long term and short term observers 

for the election observation mission (eom) to Pakistan 
Without pre-judging the decision of the Commissioner for External Relations on whether an EU Election Observation Mission should be deployed to Pakistan for the national and provincial assembly elections, anticipated to be held during the first two weeks of January, the Commission is making preparations for deployment in case a positive decision should be taken.  In this context, the Commission wishes to announce to the Presidency and the Member States the launching of administrative procedures to recruit long and short term observers.   

Please note that the tentative dates indicated below are based on elections date scheduled to take place between mid December and mid January and the risk of a postponement is not to be excluded.  If the elections are postponed, the selection of the observers will need to be re-launched.  

The Commission wishes to begin the procedures for recruitment of:

- 4 SLOs (Security Liaison Officer, ToR in annex): deployment tentatively foreseen from the middle of November onwards until approximately two weeks after Election Day. The SLOs will be deployed for the same period as the Core team and will act as a liaison between the Core team, the provincial security institutions and the LTOs.

- 56 LTOs (Long Term Observers): deployment tentatively foreseen from the middle of November onwards until approximately two weeks after Election Day.
Security training for SLOs and LTOs will take place from 5/11/07 till 11/11/07 (Pisa, Italy)      

- 60 STOs (Short Term Observers) : deployment foreseen for a period of around 11 days over the Election Day period.

Security training for STOs will take place 17-19/12/2007 (Pisa, Italy)
In order to ensure the recruitment of the observers and to respect the tentative dates of the deployment plan considered, the European Commission invites the Member States to submit its candidates via the ROSTER at the latest by 24 October 2007 23:00:
- a total of 5 candidates for the position of Long Term Observer (LTO) and Security Liaison Officer (SLOs) (identified in Roster as LTOs with a remark that they would be interested to be deployed as SLOs)
- a total of 5 candidates for the position of Short Term Observers (STO) 
Candidate Profile:

· Language skills: High proficiency in English for this mission.

· Previous experience in Asia is an asset

· Previous electoral observation experience with the EU (possibly OSCE/ODIHR): 
· LTOs/SLOs: minimum four (4) observation missions including two (2) EU EOM missions; 
· STOs: minimum three (3) observation missions including two (2) EU EOM missions
· Computer literate: (Microsoft office access, excel, word, acrobat writer...) and Internet, Sat phone, HF, VHF, GPS….

· Excellent physical conditions and good health which can afford hardship environment in rural areas with basic hygiene and accommodation. 
· IOM Vaccination requirements for  Pakistan: 
· Polio/Diphtheria/Tetanus - valid 10 years   

·  Hep. A & B - valid at least 15 years   

·  Typhoid - valid 3 years   

·  Rabies - valid 2 - 3 years: Should a staff member be bitten or scratched  by a dog , a cat or a monkey,  he/she should start therapeutic vaccination within the first 24 hours.  

· The  Japanese Encephalitis - valid 2 - 3 years -  is needed only if staying for more than 1 month between June and January around the Karachi and central Delta area  ( South Est) 
· All observers are required to have all of the above vaccinations and to provide IOM with prove of vaccination and present the original invoice/receipt to IOM for reimbursement. 

· The seasonal flu vaccination is strongly recommended .
· IOM advise regarding Malaria for  Pakistan: 
· Exists from January to December throughout the country below 2000m.  

· Malaria medication will be provided by IOM to be used as Stand-by Treatment  - recommended prophylaxis is mefloquin (Lariam or Mephaquin) - an alternative is atovquone + proguanil (Malarone) or arthemer-lumefantrin ( Riamet / Coartem ) , respecting their contraindications. 

· Observers must be available and flexible with regards to the date of deployment as the electoral calendar has not yet been fixed.

Note: The Risk allowance is only paid for nights spent in areas with UNDSS security phase III or higher.

The Commission will proceed to the selection of the observers on the basis of criterion established in the Council Decision “EU Guides for the Selection of the electoral observers” Council Decision 8728/99 - PESC 165 - COHOM 4 and will inform the Member States of the final list of the selected observers. 
The Commission will use for the selection of observers the Roster system: http://europa.eu.int/comm/europeaid/observer/index_en.htm. Candidatures sent by e-mail will not be taken into account. 

The Commission invites the Member States to only propose candidates: 
a) 
Certified of their full availability to be committed for the entire period of the mission in Pakistan; 
b)  
We would also like to request the Member States to inform pre-selected observers to update their personal data in the ROSTER before the submission of their candidatures, and to request them to update beforehand any vaccinations and treatments necessary for the requirements. 
c) 
To inform the observers to follow respectfully the instructions on the code of conduct and on safety; to be given at the time of the briefing.  The observers should also be informed by the Member States of the security instructions as published on the Web sites of the Ministries and Embassies.

Terms of reference 

International Security Liaison Officers (SLO)

International SLOs will be deployed to the Provinces. They will report directly to the Security Expert. The tasks will include the following:

1. Establish close working relationship with UNDSS/UN security and other international organisations at Provincial level.
2. Establish professional relationship with Inspector General of Police (or designated senior police officer).
3. Conduct reconnaissance of LTO and STO accommodation, and advise the Security Expert of the suitability (this will also involve seeking the advice of the UNDSS and others).
4. Act as focal point and advisor on all security matters for LTOS and STOs in the Province.
5. Day-to-day link on security matters between LTO/STO and Core team/Security Expert.
6. Assist in selection of locally recruited SLOs (LSLOs).
7. Supervise the LSLO in his./her region.
8. Pay close attention to ensuring that the LTOs/STOs get the required escorts. Monitor the quality and professionalism of the escorts. 
9. Maintain register of all security incidents in the Province, and send to the Security Expert, as and when required, in the format specified.
10. Provide advice and guidance to the LTOs/STOs on all security matters. Ensure that the LTOs/STOs understand the procedures to be followed. Monitor (and where necessary report) the security procedures being followed by the LTOs/STOs.  
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
